By North Carolina policy Deferred Action Childhood Arrival (DACA) recipients do not qualify for in-state tuition. If you are
a DACA recipient, when asked “Do you claim to be a NC Resident?” in the RDS Online Interview— Answer “NO”. RDS will
assign the student an RCN (Residency Certification Number) that the student can use to complete college admission
applications.

There is no need to create an RDS
account if the student has a CFNC account.
